For the butter�y and building
pieces, all I did was paint/draw what I was told to. In the future, however,
I will have more artistic control over my projects. For instance, in the 
�ower arrangement pieces, I used my evolutionary software to evolve 
the placement of the �owers in the individual circles. I am being taught
how to construct scenes using constraint solving methods and to rely 
less on digital images. I will be able to paint from my imagination soon...
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
